CLIMATE

Stanislaus County’s climate is moderate to mild permitting low cost industrial

The summers are dry with rain a rarity from May to September. Maximum temperature
is in the neighborhood of 100 degrees with the average in the high 80's. Nights are cool.
The months September to May comprise Stanislaus County’s rainy winter season with
average temperatures in the 50's. There is no snow, and freezing temperatures as low as
32 degrees are relatively rare. There is no record of hurricanes or tornadoes.
